General Description

The CADDX 9040 Operator is a microcomputer controlled telephone interface module that may be
added to Ranger control panels. The Operator converts any Touchtone™ telephone to a system keypad
and allows system functions to be accessed via telephone on-premise or off-site.
separate zone descriptions that may be programmed to fit the owner’s need and in addition the X-10
function (Requires Powerhouse™ 513 Interface Module) has 16 outputs that have programmable
descriptions. Each zone/output description is programmable using a variety of 196 words from the

Library List {see page 4).

BUSS Address

The buss address applies only to the 9000E only. Buss address is at Location 51 with O - 7 addresses

for each location.

PROGRAM MODE

The program mode is accessed by telephone by pressing the “Go To Program Switch” on the 9040.
Once in the program mode, the Operator will read the programmed data for location O (Zone 1
message). To advance from location O through 66 (one location at a time), press the [#] key. To go
to a specific location, enter the location number followed by the [#] key.

NOTE: You must always use the house (Touchtone) telephone to program the 9040.

To program a word in a location, enter the number associated with that word from the Library (page
4) followed by the star [%] key. The Operator will then read back the message entered thus far.
Continue with the next word for that location (max 8 words for each location). To end the message,
press the [#] key. If a programming error is made, return to that location by entering the location
number followed by the [#] key and re-enter the programmed message. Data is changed by entering
a number (from Library) followed by the star [%] key. When the [#] key is pressed, the Operator will
advance to the next location and “speak" that location.

PROGRAMMING THE ZONES AND OUTPUTS

Locations O thru 31 contain the programming data for voice descriptions (characteristics) of zones 1 -
32. Each of the 32 locations/zones have a programmable message of 8 words maximum for each
location.

Locations 32 - 47 contain the programmable data for voice descriptions (characteristics) of the sixteen
possible X-10 outputs. These locations have a programmable message of 8 words maximum for each
location.

Location 48 - Number of rings the Operator will wait before answering the telephone (valid entry 0-15).
Location 49 - House address for X-10 device. Valid entry is 1 for A - through - 16 for P.

Location 50 - Zone types should match zone types in your control panel (9000E models are updated
automatically).

Location 51 - Only applies to 9000E and is the address of this device (normally left at O).

Location 52 - Enables Emergency Keypad activation (Fire, Medical, and Panic). Program a "0" to
disable these features. Factory default is “1", these features enabled. See User’s Manual for use of
these features.

Location 53-67 - The 4-digit system codes are used to access the Operator. If the Operator is installed,
all code changes must be done via phone keypad (except on 9000E) to insure identical codes with the
Operator and main system panel. The Operator will automatically change codes in the main panel, but
if codes are not changed through the Operator, the Operator will not recognize them. Changes need
be done through the Operator for this purpose. (Note: These locations are updated from the control
arm/disarm codes on 9000E models.)

On initial installation, you must program all codes to match the codes in the control panel, except on
9000E.

NOTE: THE OPERATOR IS NOT COMPATIBLE WITH PARTITIONED SYSTEMS.
