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GENERAL

The LL100B LearningLink
Systems provide transparent trans-
mission of video and monaural
audio. The system design
combines video and AM
audio for routing signals through a
video-only routing switch. This
eliminates the expense of using a
traditional video/audio follow rout-
ing switcher.

A typical system configuration is
shown below. Connection informa-
tion is provided on page 2.

Rack-mounted units may be
installed in Fiber Options' Series

System, each unit occupying one
rack slot.

OPTICAL INDICATORS

All of the modules include LED
indicators. (See drawings page 2
indicating the various types of LEDs
and their location on the modules.)

The VIDEO STATUS indicator (or
simply the STATUS indicator on the
LL100B units) monitors the pres-
ence of valid video signals. It is con-
nected to the input of the video
channel. When a valid signal is con-
nected, this LED will glow green. If
no signal is present or if the level
drops below 40 IRE, it will glow red
suggesting that either the source
(camera, VCR, etc.) is off or inoper-
ative, or that the coaxial cable from
the source is defective.

AUDIO 1 indicators monitor audio
input levels. If levels are within the
input range of the module, LEDs
will glow green. If LEDs flicker
red and continue to glow red,
this indicates a potential overload
condition which will occur if
the input exceeds 7V peak-to-peak.

USER ADJUSTMENTS

LL101B units are factory
set for unity gain, but the
user may reset these levels if
desired.

On rack-mount cards, the
adjustment pots are located on the
component side of the circuit card.
Refer to the drawings on page 2
of this instruction.

Care should be taken not to
attempt to increase audio levels
beyond unit specifications as this
may cause clipping of the audio
signal.
